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MEDIA ETHICS

Final Assignment
1. Create a presentation that is a critical examination of an ethical issue in the media that you are particularly interested in and on a topic that I have approved. The presentation should be in PowerPoint, Keynote or Prezi that contains no more than 20 slides and that can be set up and delivered in 15 minutes. 
2. Your presentation must have a critical point of view (see “Types of Criticism” in the Courses section of my website) and must be logically argued to support your position with appropriate values and loyalties. 
3. Use the same general structure (Situation, Values, Principles, Loyalties, Judgment) for your final presentation, but also state your point of view (POV). In the presentation state your basic values, but do not state a specific principle or loyalties.
4. At the beginning of your presentation:

a. State the issue you are addressing in the form of a question, e.g. “Is Photoshopping of images of women to make them look thin harming the self-image of young women?”

b. State your Point of View (e.g. “I am examining this question and will make a judgment from a Feminist point of view.”).
c. State your values (e.g. “My basic values in examining this issue are artistic freedom and equality.”)
5. You will give your presentation during one of the last four weeks of class (the presentations will be made in alphabetical order). You are to create a visually oriented presentation that summarizes your values, loyalties and your judgment (conclusion), and must be delivered in 15 minutes or less. 
6. Your presentation should not be text heavy, but should contain visuals that make the points you are trying make visually.
